Spelling:  Contractions

How to use an apostrophe to “glue” words together

Did you know that the English language grows and changes?  Just as you grow and change, over time words change.  Some words get used together a lot.  Over time, people tend to blend these words and they get written as one word.  But when this happens, a letter or more gets left out.  To show that there was once a letter an apostrophe (‘) is used in place of the missing letter (s).  These types of words are called contractions.

Sometimes people mix up contractions with other words.  The way to tell if a word is a contraction is to repeat the sentence using the original two words.  If the sentence makes sense, then it is a contraction.
