Please find attached our revised Nurse Equivalency Waiver.  Revisions reflect input from Christine Harttraft as well as various individuals at the State DOE.

Although Christine will be working at the school full time (with a substitute nurse to be provided when she is not here), her primary job description is to provide instructional services at the school.
