

Stockton Borough School History


Stockton School was built in 1832 as an 8 sided one room schoolhouse that was later replaced in 1872. Later in 1884 an addition of one room was built in the front above a stone room which is now the kindergarten classroom. In 1898 the school became a seprate school district as district 98. In 1951 the people of Stockton paid $25,000 for school pluming renovations. The school's bell was later removed in 1976 and put on the borough hall. Later in 1979 the ceiling were lowered and ceiling tiles were installed. Then finally in 2005 the school was put on the state historic register.
